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Master Programme

On 6 September 2004, the Master
Programme in Political Science
(Central Asia) for 2004/2005 began
at the OSCE Academy. Thirty
students from nine countries
started the introductory Module.
In the introductory module
professor Muzafar Olimov
(Sharq, Tajikistan) delivered
lectures on 19 and 20" Century
History of Central Asia, while Dr.
Andrea Berg of the Centre for
OSCE Research (CORE, Germany)
discussed the current political,
economic and cultural situation in
Central Asia, including
Afghanistan. Experts from the
Laboratory of Critical Thinking of
the American University in
Central Asia (AUCA, Kyrgyzstan)
organised interactive classes on
the rules of academic writing and
academic honesty. Anara
Aldasheva (Bishkek Humanities
University) gave additional
explanations about methods and
tools of sociological research.

The final seminars of “Module 0”
were dedicated to general and
basic issues of security and co-
operation in Central Asia.

Professor Sergei Lousianin from
the Moscow State Institute of

International Relations (MGIMO)
conducted an intensive course on
the character and particularities of
interstate relations in the Central
Asian region, on new approaches
in global political science, and on

Central Asian security and co-
operation.

Preparations for the next module -
Module 1 - have already begun.
Master students have chosen which
courses to attend and have been
informed about handouts and other
materials for use in the Module.

Election Tmuung
On 27 September, the OSCE
Academy plays host to a training
course sponsored by the O5CE on
"Monitoring the Election Process”.
The training will be conducted by
"Imitsiativa®, a nationel NGO
contracted by the OSCE.
Representatives of 30 Kyrgyzstani
political parties, along with
Kyrgyzstan's and Russia's Central
Election Commissions will take

All students were provided with
accommaodation, scholarship and
registration. Upon their arrival,
students received arrival folders
containing important information
about daily life in Bishkek, the
Academy and the study prog-
ramme. Each student was given an
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OSCE Academy e-mail address
and has fast ADSL access. The
students have elected a five
member Student Counecll, which
has already begun to deal with
social and academic issues
affecting the student body.

Library
In September, the Academy
Library was made one of the three
depository libraries in Central
Asia.

Literature is being procured
locally and internationally on an
ongoing basis.

community.
